Doug Pagitt gave a seminar at the Parish Resource 
Center on June 15 in Lancaster. I didn’t hesitate to sign 
up. I had met Doug over 10 years ago in Grand Rapids, 
MI. His church, Solomon’s Porch, in Minneapolis, MN 
was one of the congregations profiled in the book 
Treasure in Clay Jars that Lois Barrett edited.  Lois invited 
me to this meeting of writers and pastors to think out 
loud together. 
 
I also read one of Doug’s books last summer called 
Reimagining Spiritual Formation: A week in the life of an 
experimental church.  It’s a window into Solomon’s Porch, 
how they worship and invite people into God’s story. 
 
At the seminar he shared from his newest book, set to be 
released next month, called Church in the Inventive Age.  
His basic premise is that we are in the midst of another 
great cultural shift.  Here in North America we’ve 
already moved from the Agrarian Age through the 
Industrial Age and into the Information Age. Next on 
the horizon, Pagitt argues, is the Inventive Age. 
 
During the Information Age, society pushed for a high 
school education as the minimum standard and norm 
for all children.  Suburbs emerged (as opposed to cities 
focused around factories in the Industrial Age).  Schools 
and malls were now at the center of life.  Churches 
added Christian Education wings to their buildings.  
Gospel as information was stressed.  Four Spiritual Laws 
were to be memorized, and people were encouraged to 
learn a “saving knowledge of Jesus Christ.”  Knowing

God was a popular book by J.I. Packer published by 
InterVarsity in 1973. 
 
TV, radio and now the internet has “democratized” 
knowledge.  Think of how much we rely on Google, web 
MD, and Facebook to find the answers to almost 
everything we want to know. 
 
In the Inventive Age, what we value shifts away from 
knowledge to creativity, from information to 
experiential and collaborative learning. Doug asked 
“Why is sitting quietly in benches, listening and 
receiving information the only way to hear the gospel?” 
 
When AMC moved from Adult Christian Education to 
Discipleship Hour, we were making a shift from the 
assumption that what adults need most during the 
second hour is information.  We gave ourselves 
permission to listen carefully to what people were 
saying about wanting to connect with other people in 
meaningful ways.  So we dropped the quarter system, 
shifted the responsibility for generating ideas for second 
hour back to the congregation, and built a different set of 
assumptions for each DH gathering: 
1) check-in and connect with one another 
2) dwell with the biblical story 
3) pray for and with one another 
4) provide whatever input you’ve agreed upon. 
 
Notice how information is in fourth place?  It’s still 
important to learn about God’s story by way of Jesus, 
but the focus shifts from information alone, to habits and 
practices that invite people to connect with one another, 
scripture, and God, and become disciples. 
 
As we begin to imagine and implement another way of 
being church together at AMC, I invite us to become

Inventive.  How might we live into the gospel of Jesus in 
such a way that values intergenerational experiences, 
active participation in ministry, collaboration in pastoral 
care for all ages, inclusion of diverse views and abilities, 
and beauty expressed in a variety of ways? 
 
 This is our time to create and become something new. 

 

AMC Profiles 

Myron and Geraldine Ebersole 

 
  
Life for Myron and Geraldine has been rich with 

experiences which include travel and living abroad.  

They arrived in Lancaster County in the mid-sixties after 

Myron had accepted a position as Chaplain Supervisor 

at Lancaster General Hospital.  They and their children 

chose AMC as their home church.  They called many 

places home before settling here. 

 

Geraldine Hartman grew up in Harrisonburg, Virginia 

on the hill behind EMU, along with three brothers and 

three sisters.  She graduated from EMHS in 1941.  After 

several years of working in various jobs, she went to 

Goshen College in 1944 enrolling in music courses 

including Piano and Methods of Teaching Piano.  At that 

time EMS did not permit pianos; choral music was the 

music program offered to students.  Returning home 

Geraldine taught piano, having a piano studio in the 

house next to where she lived, close to the schools in the 

EMU community.  She taught seventy students a week 

during the last years before her marriage. 

 

Myron's early life was in Sterling, Illinois with one 

brother and one sister.  After graduating from 

Milledgeville High School in 1943, he spent several years 

on the family farm with a deferment from the Draft 

Board.  He went to Goshen College, graduating in 1949. 

 

Geraldine and Myron met in 1948 when Myron 

transferred from Goshen College for a semester at EMU.  

They were married in 1949 and moved to Goshen where 

they both added a year of studies; Geraldine another 

year of college, and Myron enrolled in seminary.  It was 

during this school year when Myron and Geraldine 

signed up for MCC Relief Service.  They accepted a call 

from Orie Miller to go to the Middle East to work with 

Palestinian refugees. 

 

They left in July 1950 by a Dutch freighter, taking two 

weeks to cross the Atlantic Ocean and the 

Mediterranean Sea to arrive in Portside, Egypt.  Finding 

their own way to Beirut, they met Titus Lehman from 

MCC who drove them to Jerusalem by way of Damascus 

and Jericho.  Their first assignment was to assemble 

household goods, find a house in Jericho, and prepare 

for MCC workers to join them. 

 

There were more than 70,000 refuges living in 3 camps 

in Jericho.  Myron and Geraldine started work with two 

MCC workers and local assistants to operate trade 

schools in the camps, clothing distributions, and a 

layette program with the women of the camps. 

 

During these two years they were able to see much of 

the Arab side of the Holy Land.  The first summer was 

spent for the most part in Jerusalem.   The second 

summer was spent in Bethany because of the extreme 

heat in Jericho, giving them another perspective.  

Additional MCC workers came in July 1952 as Myron 

and Geraldine were finishing their assignment and 

leaving for Mennonite World Conference in Basel, 

Switzerland.  Traveling through Europe and on to 

England, they returned home by ship. 

 

Orie Miller had another assignment lined up for their 

consideration.  They were invited to go to Prairie View 

Hospital in Newton, Kansas where Myron became 

Administrator.  They arrived at the exact time of the 

ground breaking service.  It was here in Newton that 

their two children were born.  Geraldine studied briefly 

at Bethel College. 

 

After five years in this assignment, Myron was ready for 

a change and wanted to pursue further studies.  The 

family moved to Chicago where Myron studied at the 

University of Chicago Divinity School.  He earned a BD 

and Master's Degree.  Geraldine spent one of those years 

working as Secretary to the Principal at the University 

Lab Pre-School where the children were enrolled. 

 

From Chicago, Myron and Geraldine moved to Clinton, 

Kansas, accepting a pastorate at a small Presbyterian 
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Church while Myron had his first year of Clinical 

Pastoral Education studies at Topeka State Hospital.  

Meanwhile Geraldine took further studies at Kansas 

University at Lawrence.  The next move took them to 

Indianapolis, Indiana, for Myron's general hospital 

training at Indiana University Medical Center.  

Geraldine enrolled in further studies at Butler 

University.  The next move for Geraldine and Myron 

brought them to Lancaster where Myron directed the 

Clinical Education Program at Lancaster General 

Hospital.  He was also an adjunct professor at Lancaster 

Theological Seminary. 

 

Geraldine finished her studies at Elizabethtown College 

and accepted a position in the Lancaster City Schools 

teaching vocal music at the elementary level.  During the 

summer months she did her graduate work at West 

Chester State University.  Her teaching career spanned 

two decades, from 1970 to 1990. 

 

After eleven years in Lancaster, they moved to Hershey 

where Myron accepted a position as head of the 

Chaplaincy Department at the Hershey Medical Center, 

teaching CPE for more than 17 years.  They lived in 

Hershey for 23 years before moving in 2002 to 

Woodcrest Villa Retirement Community in Lancaster.  

During their teaching years, Geraldine and Myron 

enjoyed extensive travel which included Hawaii, East 

Germany, England, Spain, Greece, Japan, Nepal, and the 

Middle East.  They led tours to the Middle East in 1993 

and to Eastern Europe in the year 2000.  In 1996, they 

spent time in India where Myron taught CPE classes at 

Vellore Hospital and Geraldine taught music classes in 

an elementary school.  CPE conferences took them to 

Scotland and to Switzerland. 

 

Currently Myron and Geraldine are happily settled in 

their more relaxed life, enjoying their family which 

includes four granddaughters in New York and 

Switzerland.

Synopsis:  In May I visited Egypt and Ethiopia. Upon 
returning I joined a conference in Kosova about divided 
cities. Uncle Paul Wiegner visited me and we went to a 
Bob Dylan concert; and then my parents visited me and 
we had a rockin’ time. The World Cup in South Africa 
started. I’m a fan of Argentina and Brazil but I’m hoping 

for some big surprises during this Cup; I want an 
African team to win. Interesting things are happening in 
Kosovo in terms of politics. 
 
Dear Readers, 
Thanks for being patient and waiting for this third 
update from me. It’s always better to have a live update, 
face to face, or as they say here: sy me sy (eye with eye). 
But for now, this is all you get.

One of MCC’s partner organizations in Kosova is 
Community Building Mitrovica (CBM), and they hosted 
a conference at the end of May called Cities in Transition 
(http://citiesintransition.net/). Among many other 
things, the participants discussed how to provide the 
basic services to all the citizens of a divided city. Several 
cities have already reached that point, and others are 
still working towards it. I met some interesting folks 
there, including a guy with a crazy beard who testified 
against Milosevic at The Hague and also the guy who 
helped write Hamas’s new political charter. Participants 
came from the US, Northern Ireland, Palestine/Israel, 
Cyprus, Lebanon, and Kosova. 
 
My Albanian language ability has improved vastly; my 
pessimistic opinion on this had been ruling my feelings 
until recently. I also thought that 18 days in Africa 
would lead to a massive language loss, but it didn’t.  
 
While my parents, Jim and Sara, and Uncle Paul were 
visiting, I took them to several cities, and we had one 
particularly interesting encounter with a middle-age-to-
elder citizen from Gjakova one cool evening as we 
walked through a park. He had his fill of Rakija that 
night as well, you could smell it on his breath, and you 
could notice it in his uninhibited warmth and 
hospitality. He first thanked us for being American. And 
he constantly repeated: I am a Muslim man, but I have 
Jesus Christ and America in my heart. How Jesus Christ 
and America fit in the same sentence, I’m not sure, 
unless we’re talking about judgment. He went on and 
we had conversation for a good fifteen minutes. He 
showed us his battle wounds. He fought with the KLA 
(Kosovo Liberation Army). He was in knife fights, was 
shot, and partially cut in the throat. But he didn’t die. He 
said what a good family we were, and praised us for 
being Christian and American. His last request was that 
I marry his daughter. How could I say no to that? 
 
So who are you all rooting for in this World Cup South 
Africa 2010? How about that US-England game? It was 
kind of a sad US goal, but a goal nonetheless (ended in a 
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tie). Paraguay played marvelously against Italy, though 
it ended in a tie too. Looking forward to today’s games 
between Portugal and Cameroon, and Brazil and North 
Korea. 
 
In other [local] news, Kosovo’s special police force 
violently arrested a nonviolent activist, Albin Kurti, on 
June 12th, shortly after Kurti evidently announced he 
would run in the next general elections. Some think it 
would be an easy victory for him, saying he’d win hands 
down. Others criticize him for turning his nonviolent 
movement (Vetevendosje) into a political party. The big 
international organizations certainly don’t want him to 
win.  He is someone who fights (at least with words) 
corruption, stands as the definition of revolution, and 
turns words into action. I’m afraid a career in politics 
would neutralize him. As they say, once you taste the 
honey of power… On the other hand, it looks like the 
Kosova government has taken a big step to neutralize 
him already by arresting him (they probably did so 
because EULEX pressured them to do so). There’s too 
much I don’t know about the situation, so I’ll have to do 
more research and get back to you on that. Here’s a 
video of the arrest:

Deb Brubaker, 

Goshen College professor of music, will be directing 

music. The cast is made up of women from the larger 

Goshen Mennonite community and several Goshen
